•	 Only white T-shirts or white short sleeved poly-props are to be worn 
under the uniform

•	 Undergarments should not hang below the blouse/shirt
•	 Hair is to be within accepted norms eg NO mohawks, dreadlocks, 

cornrows, mullets or ratstails.  Colours should be what is considered 
a natural colour.  Long hair must be tied back.

•	 Hair bands are to be black or blend with the hair colour
•	 Boys must be clean shaven and hair needs to be off the collar, out of 

the eyes and off the ears.  
•	 Students may have no more than one stud or sleeper in each ear.  

Facial or visible body or tongue piercings are not permitted.
•	 A watch can be worn
•	 Taonga (Pounamu, Bone carvings) are permitted
•	 No other jewellery may be worn, however the Principal will consider 

special requests based on cultural or religious grounds
•	 Make-up including nail polish, eye shadow, eye liner and foundation 

etc are not permitted

•	 All Karamu High School uniform items with the exception of shoes must be purchased from the 
school’s uniform shop.  These items carry our school crest or are labelled as Karamu High School 
uniform.

•	 No Jackets or Scarves are to be worn other than those from the approved uniform lists below.

•	 Due to Health & Safety rules, covered footwear must be worn ie no sandals.  Shoes should be black 
leather (or leather like) as per the approved list available at the office.
